Abstract Submission Instructions

Abstract Deadline: February 1, 2002

The NIDA International Program invites researchers to submit proposals for oral or poster presentation at the Seventh NIDA International Forum.  Researchers may submit:

· Abstracts of new or current research on drug abuse or drug-related health consequences, particularly work focusing on treatment issues

· Reports based on international collaborative research. 

Abstracts will be reviewed by an expert committee, and successful applicants will be notified by March 1, 2002.
A limited number of partial travel awards are available for researchers whose abstracts are accepted for oral or poster presentation at the NIDA forum.  These competitive awards will be restricted to non-U.S. researchers living and working in their home countries.  Applications from former Visiting Scientists, Hubert H. Humphrey, and INVEST Drug Abuse Research Fellows will receive preference.  Recipients may not have received a NIDA award within the past year.

English is the official language of the meeting.

Applicants are encouraged to submit abstracts via e-mail or on diskette (in Word when possible). Submissions may be faxed or mailed if they are typewritten.  Abstracts must: 

· Follow the format of the Abstract Submission Form

· Be accompanied by a registration form

· Include a curriculum vita that does not exceed two pages.
