National Institutes of Health, National Library of Medicine, and
Whitman Walker Clinic

e The National Institutes of Health occupies 75 buildings on a 300-acre
campus in Bethesda, Maryland. The world's largest medical library,
the National Library of Medicine (NLM), contains nearly 12 million
books, journals, manuscripts, audiovisuals, and other forms of
medical information, ranging from 11th-century manuscripts to
genetic data in support of the Human Genome Project. Scientists,
health professionals, and the general public access NLM online
information resources more than 1 billion times each year.

e The Washington area has the highest HIV infection rate in the
country. The Whitman-Walker Clinic provides high-quality, culturally
sensitive care to Washington's LGBT community, individuals who
face barriers to accessing services, and people living with HIV/AIDS.
Service areas at Whitman-Walker Clinic include outpatient medical
and dental care; at-cost medications; legal support; mental health
care, addiction care, and day treatment; and more than 13,000 HIV
tests and counseling services annually.
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
